


His legacy? A love for Royal Family Kids

An elder statesman among Royal Family Kids’
Camps’ Volunteers went home to heaven on June
25 at the age of 91. It would have been his 20th
year as the Woodworking Grandpa at the flagship
RFKC in Costa Mesa, California.

Art Jermy, my dad, lived all year preparing
woodworking projects for camp and finding numerous
ways to help Royal Family’s children in other ways. |
proudly accepted his 20-year camp award posthumously
at the Welcome Home Dinner following Camp.

When he wasn’t at Camp, every night my dad
walked down 18 floors of Bethel Towers, his retirement
residence tower, collecting bottles and cans for recycling
and turning the cash in to Royal Family’s national office
on behalf of the 300 residents. They were proud of their
giving record, amounting to over $15,000 since 2004.

Dad’s skill in teaching woodworking and creating
innovative projects for our Campers was amazing. His
favorite story was of the little girl who needed a lot of
assistance putting her birdhouse together. When it was
finally completed, she painted it blue all over. When she
met her foster mom back at the church parking lot on
Friday, she found my dad and led him over to meet her.
Holding up the birdhouse proudly, she exclaimed “See?
| built it all by myself!”” He would tear up every time he
retold the story and couldn’t have been more proud of
the small part he played in her success.

From 1991 until he died, he served alongside my
mom, Alice, tirelessly and continuously volunteering in
our offices as well as at the local camp. During these
years, they were recipients of several awards: RFKC’s
Founders’ Award; the Senior Citizens Vlolunteer of
the Year Award for Orange County, CA.; The Spirit of
Volunteerism Award for Orange County, and the Heroes
of the Heart Award from CHOC Hospital.

When | settled Dad’s personal belongings in August
and cleaned out his wallet, | found this poem folded
up and tucked inside. | had no idea that he carried it
around with him. It truly was his purpose for being and
motivated him to serve the children of Royal Family for
over 20 years. | knew he cared, but | didn’t know how
much.

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Mentoring Program reminds kids they’re royal, all year long

Royal Friends’ Clubs are the
mentoring programs that help
keep Campers and Counselors
connected all year long, and
provide an exciting and fun-
filled opportunity for growth
and learning for the children we
serve.

The initial programs were
launched just 28 months ago,
and since then, we’ve seen an
explosion in new Clubs. Already
over 240 campers are meeting
with an individual mentor an
hour a week plus going to
monthly club meetings this year
alone!

“What makes our mentoring
program so unique is that we
start and end with five days
of RFKC summer camp,” says
National Club Director Joanne
Feldmeth. “When our mentors
meet their club kids in the fall,
they are not strangers. They are
already friends from camp!”

As a result of that bond, most
mentoring matches are lasting
through the whole school year
— even though foster children
are routinely moved to new
placements and assigned to
new case workers. In our Pilot
Project’s first two years, over
90% of the campers were still
meeting with their mentors on
the last day of club!

The monthly club meetings
bring back the songs, stories
and fun memories from camp,
and give club kids the chance
to see their friends. For foster
children who feel like strangers
(sometimes even in their foster
homes), their Royal Friends’ Club

is a place where they immediately
feel like they belong. It is also a
place where mentors can get the
support and encouragement they
need in working with children of
abuse.

Over 100 Royal Family Kids
Camps’ Volunteers have taken
the Club Training Institute — and
eight clubs have had training to
launch in Fall 2011.

Currently, there are 76 camps
in 10 states (plus Australial) that
offer Clubs & Mentors during
the school year. Our active list
includes:
